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A priest is a conduit of the 
goodness of God to others.
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Exodus 29:10-14 // 10 “Then you shall bring the bull before the 
tent of meeting. Aaron and his sons shall lay their hands on the 
head of the bull. 11  Then you shall kill the bull before the 
LORD at the entrance of the tent of meeting, 12 and shall take 
part of the blood of the bull and put it on the horns of the altar 
with your finger, and the rest of the blood you shall pour out at 
the base of the altar. 13  And you shall take all the fat that 
covers the entrails, and the long lobe of the liver, and the two 
kidneys with the fat that is on them, and burn them on the altar. 
14 But the flesh of the bull and its skin and its dung you shall 
burn with fire outside the camp; it is a sin offering. 
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Hebrews 7:26 For it was indeed fitting that we should have such 
a high priest, holy, innocent, unstained, separated from sinners, 
and exalted above the heavens. 27 He has no need, like those 
high priests, to offer sacrifices daily, first for his own sins and 
then for those of the people, since he did this once for all when 
he offered up himself. 28  For the law appoints men in their 
weakness as high priests, but the word of the oath, which came 
later than the law, appoints a Son who has been made perfect 
forever.

• Blood on ear, thumb, toe – all of life (listening, doing, 

walking) marked by God
• Oil + blood sprinkled on priests and garments – holy 

access to fellowship
• Choice portions waved, then burned – God receives 

the choicest parts
• Breast/thigh assigned – ongoing priestly share, shared 

gift from God’s table
• Flesh and bread eaten at the tent entrance – a 

covenant meal with God
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
